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“HE SAW
AND BELIEVED”

he Beloved Disciple in John’s gospel ran
with Peter to the tomb, found it empty,

saw the burial cloths lying there, and
“he saw and believed.” Yet in the next sentence
it says, “For they did not understand the
Scripture that he had to rise from the dead.”
Thus we are told that one can believe that
Christ is alive before understanding exactly
what the Scripture says about it. The gospel
accounts of the empty tomb and the post-
resurrection appearances are famously diffi-
cult to understand and to reconcile with one
another. Scholars and believers have puzzled
over how to put these accounts together with-
out any unanimous agreement throughout the
centuries. We must look for evidence of the
risen Christ not in Scripture scholarship but in
the life experiences of conversions and
changed lives resulting from the life-giving
power of Jesus Christ in our world during
more than twenty centuries. Using the expres-
sion “Christ is risen!” puts the verb in the pre-
sent tense--he is here now—not just with his
first disciples 2000+ years ago. So, my friends,
if we dare to say, “Christ is risen!” it must be
because he has touched our life and called us
into the fullness of life he called ‘the Kingdom
or Reign of God.” We need to be living a life
beyond what the world gives us.

THIS IS THE DAY
THE LORD HAS MADE

ere is a powerful expression which

can become a meaningless cliché, if

we say it too quickly and without
faith. This declaration is, in fact, the Psalm Re-
sponse in today’s Masses. “This is the day...”
Not 2000 years ago, or at the end of the world,
or when things in my life get better, but to-
day, this day is the day! Live this day! “The
day the Lord has made...” This day does not
exist because of me and only for me; but it is a
gift of God for us all. It is God’s day, even if the
calendar says Monday or Thursday. So, “Let us
rejoice and be glad in it.” Lest we forget, re-

joicing and gladness is impossible if we are not
thankful for what God has already given us.
Those who are stuck in the past or in hopes
and dreams for a future which may never
come cannot rejoice and be glad. That is why it
is so important to believe (though we may not
understand why), that this is the day. If we
can’t find God in this day, our chances of find-
ing him in another day go down drastically.
Look at this day God has given us, and em-
brace the gifts it contains, even the ones we
didn’t want to see coming into our life right
now.

THE WRONG PLACE
TO LOOK

n Luke’s Easter gospel account, the

women came to the tomb and were as-

tounded to find it empty. They were told
by angels that they were looking for Jesus in
the wrong place—among the dead when he
was among the living. If our loved ones who
have died and are now risen with Christ could
speak directly to us, do you not think that they
would tell us to stop treating them as dead,
and begin to see them alive in Christ? When
we are lonely the temptation is to withdraw
more inside ourselves. Matt Maher’s song,
“Your Grace is Enough” was inspired by his
own battle with loneliness. His solution: sur-
render to God. “I think you deal with loneli-
ness by letting God into it, he explains. “It’s
that humble ‘Yes’ to God, that humble, ‘I need
You.” And God is immediately there.” “In fact,”
Maher continues, “So often God says, ‘I was
already here; I was just waiting for you to say
something.” We must not become fixated on
death and the grave; but in silence and in
prayer listen for God’s voice and find a way
through life’s disappointments and difficulties.
Our Christianity is centered on life out of
death—first in Christ and then in us. Easter
celebrates this central belief, one that goes be-
yond our understanding, and is the fruit of
God’s grace coming to us through the life of
our Catholic Christian community.

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A Message From Fr. Rodgers Fiwamo

Editor’s note: the following was received too late to include in last week’s bulletin, but is printed in full
here. Fr. Rodgers was a Priest in Residence here for 4 years until July, 2009.

Dear St. Margaret Mary Friends,

I wish to update the St. Margaret Mary com-
munity on my job as superintendent of the
Catholic schools and Colleges in Zambia. My
workload is always full at the office and seldom
do I feel bored. I have just returned from tou-
ring 15 schools in one diocese.

The problem I have is that I
operate with a skeleton adminis-
trative staff of seven. We just be-
gan the process of repossessing
schools which were nationalized
by the government in 1974. At in-
dependence in 1964 the Catholic
Church in Zambia had 715 schools
and 7 colleges all of which were
nationalized. Since 1993 the go-
vernment has invited the church
to take back her schools and now we are cha-
llenged with insurmountable problems. We are
currently operating 415 high and elementary
schools and 5 colleges.

While government has agreed to pay sala-
ries and benefits to our teachers, we are faced
with lack of operational funds to run the scho-
ols. In addition, we have other challenges
which include lack of school supplies, teaching
aids, unmotivated teaching staff, loss of a tea-
ching and learning culture, and lack of clear
vision for Catholic schools. The infrastructure
in many of our schools has equally run down.
Although the picture might appear gloomy, my
heart is always electrified with joy whenever I
see the smiling faces of the children attending
our schools.

With the vehicle the St. Margaret Mary
Community helped me purchase, I'm able to
visit many schools. So far I have been to 4 dio-
ceses in the country side. Thank you once
again. You have made a difference in the lives

of the many children and families wherever I
go. I hope you will continue to support my
work as Superintendent for Schools and Colle-
ges. The beginning would have been extremely
rough for me without the support you have
rendered.

I have been appointed by the
government as a Member to sit on
a Special Committee for Education
to draft a new Education Bill for
private and public schools, colleges
and universities. It is an exciting
exercise for me to be part of a body
of educational experts to craft le-
gislation. I have pushed ideas to
benefit the church learning institu-
tions and many have already been
adopted.

I'm aware this coming Sunday is Palm Sun-
day and so I will commit a ‘mortal’ sin if I fail
to acknowledge the preparations taking place
now. I imagine the community spirit during
the festival periods. I'm aware there will be re-
hearsals for the Easter Tridium next week. I
will miss the Holy Thursday and Easter Vigil
Liturgies. Please remember me and the Zam-
bian school children in your prayers.

I hope to see you ALL very soon.
