What is real?
If you can’t see it with your eyes closed, it probably
isn’t very real to you. If you can’t appreciate it when
you don’t have it anymore, it probably was never real
for you. If it is only important when you want it to be
important, it is definitely not very real. If it doesn’t
touch your heart, your mind, and the way you now do
things, it isn’t one of the true realities of your life. If
you can’t appreciate it and savor it in silence, but you
have to be talking about it all the time, it is not a real
presence in you. Now see if this is true about your
relationship to God in Jesus Christ. We talk about the
“Real Presence” of Jesus in the Holy Eucharist, and
that is correct. But real presence to whom? To you?
To me? To Catholics? The reason Jesus made him-
self present to the first apostles in the breaking of
bread and the sharing of the cup was so that he might
continue his real presence to the rest of the world
through them. Now the same is true for us! To
whom is Christ really present? In the seminary dec-
ades ago the question was asked jokingly, “What does
a mouse receive if he nibbles at the consecrated
host?” Is that a real holy communion? Certainly not,
for the mouse is not personally and knowingly and
intentionally accepting and reacting to Jesus’ gift of
himself to a disciple. So in John’s gospel reflection
of Jesus being the living bread that came down from
heaven, it is not about calories and carbohydrates that
Jesus speaks, but about living in us a really real part
of our very being, of the “new man” or “new woman”
that St. Paul speaks about. I doubt if any of the peo-
ple who heard about Jesus’ offering his flesh and
blood thought about cannibalism. They just thought
he was asking far too much, and they wouldn’t accept
it.

“Come, eat of my food”
Our first reading today from the Book of Proverbs
urges us to, “forsake foolishness that you may live...”
It is foolish indeed to think that the only realities of
life are those outside of us or those of our own control
and making. Wisdom comes when we can see our
whole being against an infinite horizon, as a part of
God’s overall plan, as part of the eternal drama of
God’s seeking to give us life, and life forever. We
are privileged to know the intimacy that God gives us
despite our sins and foolishness. The holy sacrifice of
the Mass is Christ’s sacrifice into which we are in-

vited as partakers and participants. He mingles our
joys and our sufferings with his. God is not “out
there,” nor is he subject to our wishes and desires.
We are the ones born into and living in Christ.
Shocking as it sounds, God really does want to live in
you and me and all of us. Creating us wasn’t enough
for the perfect Lover—love demands intimacy, shar-
ing a life that is totally real and personal, even if oth-
ers outside cannot appreciate it.

It Happens so Fast
Are you thinking of the time when we receive Holy
Communion at Mass?
If we thought that the union with Christ promised by
him only happened as long as the host is dissolving in
our mouth, it would be a terrible mistake. Is the only
time we love someone those moments when we em-
brace them or kiss them? No, those are sacramental
acts that celebrate what they represent and represent
what they celebrate. :”Whoever eats my flesh and
drinks my blood remains in me,” he said. Our pres-
ence to Jesus Christ, and thus through him and his
Spirit to the Father, is a gift that God never with-
draws. Every meal that is truly a meal, and not a soli-
tary fast food grab, is in some sense Eucharistic.
Every encounter with a brother or sister means, “You
did it to me” or “You did not do it for me.” It might
help if we think of what happens at Mass and in all
the sacraments as our special time stolen from the
ordinary work-and-worry world to nourish our love
with Jesus, our wonder at his truly loving us, and the
need to hug and hold, touch and kiss him in some way
that gives a boost of new enthusiasm and commitment
to our mutual love. God has made an eternal commit-
ment to us in his Son, Jesus Christ. This is not a “trial
covenant,” a “trial marriage,” a “starter spouse,” a
“Let’s try it, and see how it works out.” Commitment
is a rugged reality, a life-death-resurrection kind of
reality. From God toward us it exists. We need to
understand this fact, and keep saying with our life
every day, ‘Father, into your hands I commend my
spirit. I have promised you my loyalty and my love;
and with your help I will never betray you or leave
you.” It doesn’t happen fast. It takes a lifetime, but
we better start again now and keep at it or that life-
time will be gone, eaten up in so many lesser things.
