Father Pat’s Message

BECOMING FULLY AWAKE,
THEY SAW HIS GLORY

f you were with Peter, John,

and James on the mountain
top where Jesus was to be
transfigured, do you think you
would have fallen asleep?
Well, the apostles did! Jesus
was preparing for his public
mission by long and intense
prayer to the Father: and they
just couldn’t keep their eyes
open. But then, something
happened and, “becoming
fully awake, they saw his
glory...” In life we miss so
many things because our
minds are asleep. Many things
conspire to keep our minds
and heart asleep. There is
prejudice—being so set in our
ideas that our minds are shut
to any new idea or relation-
ship. There is mental laziness
where we refuse to examine
our life and to ask real ques-
tions that disturb our comfort.
But life is full of things de-
signed to waken us. Sorrow
can rudely awaken us, and yet
the tears can allow us to see
the glory. Love opens a new
life to us, and awakens us to
horizons we never dreamed
were there. The sense of need
awakens us, when we sud-
denly come upon some insolu-
ble problem, some unanswer-
able question, we face some
overpowering temptation, or
hear a call to go beyond the
strength we have. And that
sense of need awakens us to
God. Haven’t you found it so?
We then, with the apostles,
are given a chance to discover
who Jesus is for us, and who

he wants us to be for him. We
need to go down the mountain
and live what we have discov-
ered.

ONLY WITH
A GENTLE SPIRIT

Lent is meant to open our
eyes and hearts to realities
that exist all around us but
don’t get through to us be-
cause less important things
have overpowered us. One
writer who consistently names
some ongoing threats to a
spiritual life in a busy world,
and suggests how to deal with
them, is Sister Joan Chittister,
OSB. I will select a few of her
words of wisdom from her lit-
tle book, Seeing with our
Souls. Lent seems a perfect
time to come awake, to think
and question, to look inside
ourselves, and to change
things in us that we can and
should change.

“Blaming the world around
us fur the tension we feel is
untrue. The world around us
seldom changes. It’s the ten-
sion within us that fluctu-
ates, the gentleness of spirit
that comes and goes.”

“To argue that someone
‘made’ us angry or the child
‘made’ us irritable or the in-
terruptions ‘made’ us edgy is
to argue that we are con-
trolled by something outside
ourselves. We are slaves to
our environment. We have
no control over our thoughts.
Nonsense! It’s simply the
excuse we use to explain why
we choose at any given mo-
ment to be less gentle than
we can be.”

“Real spirituality has some-
thing to do with not getting
disturbed about anything
that is not worth getting dis-
turbed about. It is about the
serenity that comes when the
soul is so deepened that the
spirit is naturally gentle.”

“The worst thing you can
say to an agitated person is
‘calm down.” It simply agi-
tates them more. The only
answer to agitation is your
calmness. If there’s no audi-
ence for the act, it’s useless
to stay on stage.”

“Life without a daily dream
is not life at all. It is, at best,
an excursion into boredom.”

“The ability to imagine dif-
ferent things for ourselves is
the one sure sign we have
that humans are really made
in the image of God.”

WHOM SHOULD I FEAR?

Psalm 27 appears today as
the Responsorial Psalm at

Mass. “The Lord is my light
and my salvation; whom
should I fear? The Lord is my
life’s refuge; of whom should I
be afraid?” The secret to over-
coming fear lies not in our liv-
ing in a good environment
outside, but most importantly
in having a faith commitment
of God in a strong community
of faith. Faith starts where un-
derstanding and control are
not available—but God is!

Muchas veces durante nuestra vida tenemos ratos
felices y ratos amargos también.
