2 Father Pat’s Message

DOES SIN CAUSE SUFFERING?
esus seems to say a strong
“No” in the gospel text to-
day, but then also a strong

“Yes”: So which is it? Do we suf-

fer because of our sins or for

some other reason? Do you
think the people of Haiti and

Chile were greater sinners than

the rest of us, and that the

earthquakes were a divine pun-
ishment? Jesus corrected those
who asked him about the man
born blind, “Was it his sin or
the sin of his parents that he
should be born blind?” “It was
neither his sin nor the sin of his
parents...but that the glory of

God should be manifest in him.”

And Jesus cured him. So, we

can’t equate the sufferings of

individual persons with their
own personal sins. Yet there is
this powerful verse in today’s
text, “But I tell you, if you do
not repent, you will all perish as
they did.” Jesus foresaw and
foretold the destruction of Jeru-

salem, which happened in 70

A.D. He said to his hearers then,

and to his hearers now, that ar-

rogance and sin, focusing life on
material things, abusing the
powerless, denying the right to
life, selfishness and disregard
for the call to give more than we
get, will bring destruction to a
nation or a people. The nation
that chooses the wrong ways
will in the end suffer for it. And
the individuals therein, even if
they have opposed their nation’s
choices and are personally guilt-
less, will suffer the conse-
quences of their nation’s bad
choices. It is always dangerous
to attribute human suffering to
human sin; but it is always safe
to say that a nation which rebels

against God is on the way to dis-
aster. So what is a poor servant
of God to do? #1: “Love the
Lord your God with your whole
heart, your whole mind, your
whole heart, and your whole
soul, and love your neighbor as
yourself.” #2: Whoever is at
fault for whatever is happening,
“Take up your cross and follow
me.” If this seems too simple, it
is because it is the way of the
kingdom of God, the way things
ought to be, not the way things
are. We have to live in between
those two on this earth. Jesus
told us that we are in this world
but not of this world. The rest of
his message is a commentary on
this basic truth.

THE FIG TREE PARABLE
esus said that even after
the usual three year period
of waiting for figs one tree

had not produced any fruit. It
took strength and sustenance
from the soil, but it did not give
anything back. So he leads us to
the question, “Of what use were
you in this world?” We must ask
what kind of person I am, and
what kind of nation we are—
those who take out more than
they put in, or whose who put in
more than they take out. Abra-
ham Lincoln said, “Die when I
may, I want it said that I
plucked a weed and planted a
flower wherever I thought a
flower would grow.” The vine-
yard owner in the parable said
about the barren fig tree, “Cut it
down. Why should it exhaust
the so0il?” But the gardener re-
plied, ‘Sir, leave it for this year
also, and I shall cultivate the
ground around it and fertilize it;
it may bear fruit in the future. If
not you can cut it down.” Jesus

keeps offering chances for us to
turn our minds around and
start giving to God and neighbor
more than we take from God
and neighbor. Both Peter and
Paul would give witness to how
important that new chance to
repent and return to the Lord is.
In fact, most of us can testify to
being brought to God after hav-
ing failed God in some serious
way. “God dies not want the
death of the sinner, but rather
that he should live and turn to
Him.” Some fig trees and some
people do not bear fruit in their
lives until well after the usual
period of maturity. And yet,
there will come a final choice,
after which the heart is so hard-
ened and the mind is so blinded
that the sinner cannot receive
what God is offering. God hasn’t
given up on the sinner; but the
sinner has given up on God.
This holy season of Lent keeps
reminding us that we cannot
use as excuses for our lack of
goodness what is happening in
the world outside or how bad
our past formation has been.
The Lord who made us knows
well who we are, and further-
more who we ought to be. This
is the time and the place to,
“confess our sins, do penance,
and amend our life.” Amen?
Yes, Amen! Practice weekday
Mass, daily prayer, some secret
fasting and almsgiving, and at-
tend the Parish Lenten Mission
on the evenings of March 22 to
25. The last evening is dedicated
to sacramental Reconciliation
for everyone needing it. There
will be the free soup and bread
supper every evening and ac-
tivities for children. Don’t be a
barren fig tree, okay?

esus parece decir un fuerte “No” en el evangelio de

hoy, pero también un fuerte “Si”: Asi que ;(Cual es?
(Nosotros sufrimos por nuestros pecados o por alguna
otra razén? ;TU piensas que la gente de Haiti y Chile
fueron mas pecadores que el resto de nosotros, y que
los terremotos fueron un castigo divino? Jesus corrigio
a los que le preguntaron acerca del hombre que naci6
ciego, “;Quien peco ¢l o sus padres para que €l naciera
ciego?” “ni €l ni sus padres pecaron... sino para que la
gloria de Dios se manifestara en ¢l.”

No
obstante hay este poderoso verso en el texto de hoy,
“Pero yo les digo, si no se arrepienten, pereceran como
ellos” Jestis previno y predijo la destruccion de Jeru-
salén, que sucedio en el afio 70 después de Cristo. El
les dijo a sus oyentes de entonces, y a sus oyentes de
ahora, la arrogancia y el pecado, enfoca la vida en cosas
materiales, abusando del impotente, negando el derecho
para vivir, egoismo y descuido a la llamada que da mas
de lo que conseguimos, traera destruccion a una nacion
0 a una persona. La nacidon que escoja el camino equivo-
cado sufrira en extremo. Y los individuos alli dentro,
aunque ellos se hayan opuesto a las opciones de la na-
cion y sean personalmente culpables, sufrirdn las conse-
cuencias de malas opciones de la nacion. Siempre es
peligroso atribuir sufrimientos humanos al pecado
humano; pero siempre es seguro decir que si una nacion
se revela contra Dios esta en el camino del desastre.

“Toma tu cruz y sigueme.” Si parece demasiado senci-
llo, es porque este es el camino del Reino de Dios, del
modo como las cosas deben ser, no de la manera como
son. Tenemos que vivir entre esas dos en esta tierra.
Jesus dijo que estamos en este mundo pero no somos de
este mundo. El resto de su mensaje es un comentario de
su verdad basica.

Abra-
ham Lincoln dijo, “Muero cuando pueda, quiero decir
que arrancare una cizafia y plantare una flor donde yo
pienso que podria crecer una flor.” El duefio del vifiedo
en la pardbola dijo acerca de la higuera estéril,
“Cértala”. ;Para que usa la tierra inutilmente?”” Pero el
vifiador le contesto: “Sefor, déjalo todavia este afio; voy
a aflojar la tierra alrededor y le echare abono, para ver si
da fruto en el futuro. Si no, el afio que viene lo cortare.”
Jests mantiene ofreciéndonos oportunidades para que
nosotros cambiemos nuestras mentes alrededor y empe-
cemos a darle a Dios y al projimo mas de lo que toma-
mos de Dios y el projimo. Los dos Pedro y Pablo podr-
ian darnos testimonios de que tan importante es esa nue-
va oportunidad de arrepentirse y regresar al Sefior, De
hecho, la mayor parte de nosotros puede testificar de la
persona que trae a Dios después de haberle fallado a
Dios de alguna manera seria.

He
then went on to share how one time he stopped
to help a man by a Carl’s Jr. He had a two for
one lunch promotion and so decided he would
use the free lunch and give it to the homeless
man outside the restaurant. When he gave it to
the man, the man just threw it at him and
yelled at him that he needed money for booze
not food and stormed away. So why should we
help them if they won’t help themselves? His
wife who had quietly been standing next him
got this amused grin on her face as she looked
at him and said “Honey, you did just walk out
of church right now didn’t you?” She then

I don’t know, by worldly standards
maybe, but the wisdom of the Gospel calls us to
see the world so differently. Maybe we are
called to care for our brothers and sisters just
because they are our brothers and sisters.

One of our parishioner’s husband’s is Chris-
tian. He was sharing with the associate pastor
and pastor at Harbor Christian Church what we
were doing. Their church isn’t large enough to
handle a ministry like this. So what they did do
is donate enough supplies for us to make nearly
50 grooming bags. They heard the message of
the Gospel and they responded with great gen-
erosity and we thank them.

Our school is responding to this gospel mes-
sage by joining us in collecting grooming items
in large numbers and then at a family night on
March 12t coming together to assemble them.
Last year we assembled almost 500 grooming
bags this way. Our goal this year from both this
family night and the bags you donate during
these last 4 weeks of Lent is 1800 Lenten
Grooming Bags. That will allow us to share
once a month with half the people who receive
lunches plus those who come quietly during the
week to our Christian Service Center seeking
help.
