2 Father Pat’s Message

Community, Community, Community
ommon unity is the basis for survival and
for civilization. The question is how far
the reality of common unity goes: who

gets included in our community, and who are the
outsiders. Who are “they” and who are “we”? In
each person’s history and in the world’s history,
the identities and boundaries develop and change,
mostly through wars and conflicts prompted by
fear, jealousy, and the basic need to survive when
others try to destroy them. Some enemies find a
way to become friends; some friends turn into bit-
ter enemies. Followers of Jesus Christ recognize
a very special sense of community. Christ’s apos-
tles from the beginning until now go out with a
message of reconciliation and fullness of life that
depends on accepting God’s unconditional love,
and laying down our life for one another. Only a
strong community of faith can sustain these two
key convictions that we are loved unconditionally
by God, and that we are called to lay down our
life for others day by day. We absolutely need the
community of faith to show us the Way.

How to Build a Church
oday’s selection from the Acts of the
Apostles shows us Paul and Barnabus on a
vital missionary journey from Antioch in
Syria, visiting and forming communities. In those
days there were no parishes, clergy, institutions,
or books. Paul and Barnabus knew that a mission
does not reach its goal if it does not succeed in
forming adult communities with their own leaders
and with the active participation of their members.

This is still the case, even if we now have all
kinds of roles and structures in the church.

What is the Vision?
ohn, in the Book of Revelation, heard a loud
voice from the throne saying, “Behold, God’s
dwelling is with the human race.” (With us,
in all our conflict and confusion Yes!) “He will
dwell with them and they will be his people and
God himself will always be with them as their
God.” So the real community we are called into
is from God who dwells with us, through Christ,

in the Spirit. The national, ethnic, tribal and racial
differences, and all the types of human character
are to co-exist within God’s community. They
function as the various parts of the one Body of
Christ. Unity in diversity is not just a clever
phrase but a true description of God’s kingdom,
which begins on earth, and moves into its fullness
through death and resurrection with Christ. “The
one who sat on the throne said, ‘Behold, I make
all things new.””

What kind of love does it take?

n the short gospel passage for today, Jesus

says to his disciples, “As I have loved you, so

you also should love one another. This is
how all will know that you are my disciples, if
you have love for one another.” William Barclay
notes four realities in Christ’s love. (1) He loved
his disciples selflessly. Even our best attempts at
loving include some element of self, of our own
happiness that we are seeking. But Jesus never
thought of himself. His one desire was to give
himself and all he had for those he loved. (2) Je-
sus loved his disciples sacrificially. No demand
upon his love was too much. If love meant the
Cross, Jesus was prepared to go there. And, “He
who would be my disciple must take up his cross
and follow me.” (3) Jesus loved his disciples un-
derstandingly. He knew all the faults of the ones
he loved because he had lived with them. Real
love is not blind but open-eyed. It loves, not what
it imagines a person to be, but what she or he is.
(4) Jesus loved his disciples forgivingly. Peter
denied him. They all left him in his hour of need.
They never, in the days of his flesh, really under-
stood him. They were blind and insensitive, slow
to learn and lacking in understanding. In the end
they were craven cowards. But Jesus had nothing
against them; there was no failure which he could
not forgive. This, we need to keep in mind as Je-
sus’ new commandment to “love one another as I
have loved you.” This must be our life.

Los apostoles de Cristo desde el principio hasta
ahora van con un mensaje de reconciliacion y llenos
de vida que depende en aceptar el amor incondicio-
nal de Dios, y colocando nuestra vida del uno para
el otro. Solamente una comunidad fuerte de fe pue-
de sostener estas dos convicciones importantes que
somos amados incondicionalmente por Dios, y que
estamos llamados a dejar nuestra vida por los de-
mas dia tras dia. Absolutamente necesitamos la co-
munidad de fe para que nos ensefie el camino.

Como construir una iglesia

a seleccion de hoy de los hechos de los

apostoles nos ensefia a Pablo y Bernabé en

un viaje vital misionero de Antioquia en
Siria, visitando y formando comunidades. En esos
dias no habia parroquias, clérigos, instituciones, o
libros. Pablo y Bernabé sabian que una misién no
alcanzaria la meta si no tenia éxito formando comu-
nidades adultas con sus propios lideres y con la ac-
tiva participacion de sus miembros. Este es todavia
el caso, aunque ahora tenemos todo tipo de papeles
y estructuras en la iglesia.

No
rechazaba las suplicas de nadie: curaba a los en-
fermos, devolvia la vista a los ciegos, consolaba y
sobre todo perdonaba. A Cristo le gustaba estar
entre los pobres para compartir sus penas y alegr-
fas. Jesus no juzgaba a las personas, al contrario,
las comprendia y ayudaba. Tampoco le reprocha-
ba al pr6jimo sus faltas; aceptaba a las personas
como eran. Por amor, Cristo compartié toda
nuestra condicion humana hasta lo mas profundo,
el sufrimiento y la muerte.
Antes de dar su vida en la cruz, dio su Cuerpo y
su Sangre en la Gltima cena, como donacion per-
petua de una existencia heroica consagrada a los
demas.

Help Fr. Rodgers and the Children of Zambia

Recently we all read Father Rodgers message in
the Sunday bulletin. He described the challenges
of running a Catholic school system which lacked
school supplies, teaching aids and which suffered
from a lack of moral amongst the teaching staff.

A small group of about 25, mainly St. Margaret
Mary’s parishioners, assisted Fr. Rodgers during
the past four years. Each year this group raised at
least $2,000 and sent that money to Fr. Rodger for
support of a rural elementary and high school in
Zambia.

The monies have provided: 62 scholarships, eye
glasses, school desks (where students were sitting
on the floor) and solar panels providing electricity
for the first time in the history of the school.
