2 Father Pat’s Message

“The word you hear is not mine”

n today’s gospel passage from John 14 (the
‘Last Supper Discourse’ of Jesus), comes the

expression above. “Whoever loves me will
keep my word....yet the word you hear is not
mine but that of the Father who sent me.” Saints
and lovers hear the words of their beloved in all
the sounds and events around them. There is a
bond of commitment in true love that makes the
loved person’s presence a constant reality in one’s
life. So it is with God as known through Christ
and his Spirit—a reality of intimacy, trust, com-
mitment, generosity, sacrifice, joy, and constant
discovery. The apostle Phillip said once to Jesus,
“Master, show us the Father, and it will be enough
for us.” And the response was, “Phillip, So long a
time you have been with me and you do not know
me? Whoever sees me sees the Father.” And the
next link in the chain of this love is the Holy
Spirit. Jesus promised that, “The Advocate, the
Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in my
name, will teach you everything and remind you
of all that I told you.” Look at how Trinitarian
love and intimacy works: to the Father, through
the Son, with the help of the Holy Spirit. And the
final link in this divine drama and mystery is the
way we enter into it from our side--“Whatever
you do to the least of my brothers and sisters, you
do to me.” “Saul, Saul, why are you persecuting
me?” Jesus’ words are God the Father’s words,
which we only recognize through the Holy Spirit.
If we love God, we will gladly hear these words
and enter into the life they offer us. “And my Fa-
ther will love him, and we will come to him and
make our dwelling with him.” So, let us ask al-
ways, “Who is it speaking to me? Is it you, Lord?
Here I am; send me.”

“May he let his face shine upon us”

he Lord has certainly let his face shine
upon me these fifty years of priesthood.
There has never been in all these years a
doubt that this is what God has given me to be
and to do. I treasure the love and joy that has

come to me through the interaction with people in

all the really important situations of their lives and
my life. If you believe with your whole heart and
soul in what you are doing, then everything be-
comes grace and constant blessing—and this is
how I see my life with you as your priest and pas-
tor. It may seem strange to you, but I have treas-
ured also my mistakes and sins, my words and
actions that have wrought some harm, but have
also helped me to be a better servant. I am
deeply grateful to God and to all of you, with
whom I have sought to search out what God
wants of us. I am convinced that the desire to
learn and to find wisdom is a mighty part of real
happiness. 1 find that the way out of the win or
lose attitude toward life is to be a lifelong learner,
not getting mad when we learn something new.
My dad was a man of strength and focus, honor-
able and popular, and yes, with a touch of stub-
bornness and pessimism showing through his very
positive enjoyment of his life and family. My
mom was the soul of outgoing spirit and generos-
ity, sensitivity and caring, almost totally unaware
of evil and negativity. They gave me such a won-
derful outlook on life that I can scarcely believe
how good it was, even to this day. My education
and friendships developed on that foundation, and
it all pointed me toward the priesthood, which
gave me the gift of parish life, study in Rome,
teaching, campus ministry, renewal projects, and
back full circle to the parish pastoral life which is,
in my experience, the jewel of it all. 1 want to tell
you, my brothers and sisters, thanks from within
my heart and soul for these sixteen years of serv-
ing God and listening to his word with you here at
St. Margaret Mary. We seem to be growing in
Christ, and hearing his words more deeply as the
years go on. This will continue with God’s grace
into the next chapter in the life of this community.
I will be here until the end of June, and then I will
be living at Incarnation parish in Glendale. I am
absolutely sure that your new pastor, Msgr. Marc
Trudeau, will be a very generous, loving, admira-
ble pastor starting here in July. I only hope that
he finds in this community even a small measure
of the great love which I have received from you.

Violencia y Noviazgo entre Adolescentes

Algunas estadisticas actuales aciertan que uno de
cada tres adolescentes experimenta violencia
cuando salen con otra persona adolescente. En
ese tipo de violencia, uno de los compafieros
ejerce control y poder encima de la otra persona
por medio de alguna clase de abuso. Esta violen-
cia se encuentra igual en todas areas econdmicas,
raciales y sociales, y la mayoria de las victimas
son jovencitas quienes estan en mayor riesgo de
seria agresion.

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ANNUAL COLLECTION FOR RETIRED ARCHDIOCESAN PRIESTS

Next weekend (May 15th & 16th) the annual collection for Retired Priests is being taken up in all the parishes in the
Archdiocese of Los Angeles. This collection has helped secure the retirement benefits for the retired priests of our

Archdiocese.

We hope that our annual appeal this year from the parishes will reach $1,000,000. Your generosity after thought and

prayer is very much appreciated. It is your way of saying ‘thank you’ to the priests who have served you over the
years! All your priests are very grateful to you for your consideration and generosity in the past.

Currently 153 priests are retired and receiving retirement benefits from the Priest Pension Fund. Over the coming ten
years, an additional 207 priests—who are actively serving in the Archdiocese today — will turn 65 years of age or be

newly retired. Our priests do not retire until 70 years of age, unless there is a serious health problem, and most of the
priests work full time beyond seventy. Once he retires, a priest no longer receives a monthly salary from the parish.

Help Fr. Rodgers and the Children of Zambia

Recently we all read Father Rodgers message in
the Sunday bulletin. He described the challenges
of running a Catholic school system which lacked
school supplies, teaching aids and which suffered
from a lack of moral amongst the teaching staff.

A small group of about 25, mainly St. Margaret
Mary’s parishioners, assisted Fr. Rodgers during
the past four years. Each year this group raised at
least $2,000 and sent that money to Fr. Rodger for
support of a rural elementary and high school in
Zambia.

The monies have provided: 62 scholarships, eye
glasses, school desks (where students were sitting
on the floor) and solar panels providing electricity
for the first time in the history of the school.

If you would like to be a part of helping Fr.
Rodger and our brothers and sisters in Zambia,
you can donate to the annual collection this year.

Place your donation in an envelope and write
Zambia on the outside. Checks should be made
out to St. Margaret Mary’s with Zambia noted at
the bottom of the check. Place your donation in
the collection during May or bring the money to
the church office.
