ready noticed Christmas decorations in stores, reminders that the

holidays are upon us.

Some signs are meant to elicit responses. A pain in the chest or in the mouth should cause
one to see the physician or dentist. Clothes feeling too tight should elicit a visit to the gym
(or to one of the holiday clothes sales). The most important signs—the ONLY important signs—
are the ones leading us to the Lord. These are the signs of God’s presence in our lives, some-
times in very grand ways, at other times very subtle, but always signs of God’s love and power
to save us. As we come to the end of our year, let us seek the signs that show us the

way to Christ.

The New Roman Missal, Part 3

In Advent of 2011, the English-speaking world will be-
gin using a new translation of the Roman Missal. This
series of articles was written to help explain some of the
rationale behind the new translation and answer
some questions about the changes.

So what will change in the new missal?

Most of the changes in the new missal are
new translations of the prayers of the priest
celebrant. The Opening Prayer or Collect, the
Prayer over the Gifts and the Prayer after
Communion for each Sunday and Holy Day
have been changed considerably. One of the
criticisms of the present English text has been
that it is too informal and familiar, unlike the
Latin text. The new translation brings back a
formality of language and more poetic ca-
dence for the presidential prayers that echo
the original Latin. An example of this can be
found in the new translation of Eucharistic
Prayer lll: For those of you who are familiar
with the prayers of the priest during Mass,
these changes might sound a little awkward
and unfamiliar at first. For priests who have
many of these prayers memorized, the
change will no doubt be a little disconcerting.

This is why the American bishops have begun
a period of time for education on the new mis-
sal. All of the priests and deacons of the Arch-
diocese have attended seminars on the
changes in the new missal. Seminars for lay
ministers, musicians and others are being
planned. The parts of the priests are one area
of change. The parts of the people will also
have a new translation. We will discuss that in
detail in future articles.

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INTERNATIONAL RESTORATIVE JUSTICE MONTH

Hear the voices of two people involved in the criminal justice system,
as they reflect on the concepts of restorative justice.

VICTIM: The tragedy of violent
crime has struck twice in her close-
knit Latino family. Youngest brother
Gustavo, 22, was killed when a fight
broke out during his birthday cele-
bration April 22, 1990. An older
brother Roberto, 35, was killed No-
vember 19, 2000, in a drive-by
shooting.

“It destroys the whole family,”
says Rita Chairez. “It’s still very
painful to even think about. The pain never
really goes away.” Her mother, Maria—
practicing restorative justice before it even
had a name—has helped, though. “I remem-
ber her saying, ‘I don’t know if I can go on’
when Roberto was killed,” Rita recalls. “But
her faith was like: ‘I believe in God, and I be-
lieve that if I forgive the people who killed my
sons, they’re going to rest in peace.”

Today, the 49-year-old daughter struggles
with her own efforts at forgiveness, especially
when she hears about another senseless act of
violence on the local news. Yet she believes in
the faith-based process. “I think that’s the
only way you can restore a relationship by
working it out and having people be account-
able for what they’ve done,” Rita says. “It has
to be a whole circle, with the perpetrator, the
justice system and the victim in the middle. I
believe that when you have everybody in-
volved, that’s when restorative justice hap-
pens.”

RESTORATIVE
JUSTICE MONTH RVt

OFFENDER: Growing up in Los Angeles,
Joe Aleman joined a gang to survive on the
streets of South-Central. His
gangbanging morphed into more serous
crime, until he was arrested and convicted
for the capital offense of murder/robbery.
While serving nearly 14 years in prison, he
participated in Alcoholics Anonymous and
Narcotics Anonymous groups but never felt
they were really “honing in” on the root of
his problems. Then he became a founding
member of Criminal and Gang Members
Anonymous, which practiced restorative justice.

When Joe got out of prison a few years ago, he
started doing outreach to other gang members
along with motivational speaking. It was at a
speaking engagement at a PTA meeting in El
Monte that he took full responsibility for his
destructive lifestyle. “It was pretty much like
walking into a room nude and exposing all your
vulnerabilities—telling everybody I lied, I
cheated, and then just standing there and
accepting everything thrown at me,” recalls the
39-year-old man. “But taking responsibility for
my past activities restored justice within
myself.”

After the meeting, Joe got together with the
parents of a friend he’d helped recruit into a
gang, and who later became a drug pusher and
was killed. The father shook his hand. “I was in
tears,” Joe confides. “So for me ‘restorative
justice’” means hope for both the victim and
offender. Everybody’s hoping for forgiveness
and for a future.”

I sometimes think I suffer from spiritual
memory loss. It seems no matter how many
times God has provided what I need, I still
stress that there will not be enough. This anxi-
ety happens both in my personal life and in
my ministry.

Last Sunday as we loaded our vehicles to go
out, I miscounted—we were short a case of
lunches and water. After my first stop I fretted
and worried what would happen and how I
would have to explain it to those who would
not get the lunch they normally do. I changed
my route, skipped a place I normally go to, ra-
tionalizing (boy, am I good at that) that some-
how they were less deserving then others.
There is that judgmental attitude I am
“blessed” with.

When I finished handing out lunches I real-
ized that we did not meet as many people
along the river bed as we normally do. I still

had a case of lunches and water. We went back
to the park I skipped and even though we were
over an hour later than usual, people were still
waiting for us. As they received their food so
many of them really made an effort that we
heard their thank you. They were grateful for
us remembering them and coming. The irony
is, when we were finished there was still one
lunch left in the van.

As we were closing the doors, an old-timer
came running up from the alley. He ap-
proached us and stopped about 5 feet from the
van, he was one of the men we always see. He
smiled as we gave him the last lunch. He just
nodded his head held up the lunch and water
to us and walked away. He thought he had
missed us. We had just enough.

Sue and Gary on their routes in LA had extra
lunches, but they needed every one of them.
