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Reflections on today's readings

hen our nation was
founded, our leaders deter-
mined that we would have no king
reigning over us but a democrati-

cally elected republic.

George Washington,
Thomas  Jefferson
and Benjamin
Franklin and all of
our founders envi-
sioned a nation
where leadership
was “of the people”
and “by the people”. In spite of this,
Americans have always been fasci-
nated by royalty. We express this in a
variety of ways. We have our Burger
King and Dairy Queen. We have the
King of Pop, Michael Jackson, The
King of Rock and Roll, Elvis Presley
and the Los Angeles Kings. We have

Homecoming King and Queen and the
Rose Queen and her court. You could
probably come up with your own list of
royal and not-so-royal names and titles
on your way home or to work. All of
these titles imply an elevated state;
leadership, power, wealth, grace, talent
or just good taste.

Today, we celebrate the Solemnity
of Christ the King. But the descrip-
tion we hear in today's Gospel is not of
one who exerts power over others, con-
trolling armies, wealth and prestige.
Christ the King is the One who serves,
giving his life so that his subjects
might live. He shows us the definition
of love in His offering of Himself and
so gives us a model of how we should
live, sacrificing for the welfare of other.
May Christ the King who serves his
people reign in our hearts!

International Restorative Justice Month

Last week we heard from a victim and
an offender. Today, in part 3,
we hear from a prison Chaplain.

Deacon Clyde Davis, 71, has been helping
prisoners find restorative justice for the
last seven years as a chaplain at the Cali-
fornia Correctional Institute in Tehachapi.

“What restorative justice means to me is trying
to make things right,” he points out. “There’s ob-
viously been a wrong committed. People have
been offended. There’s been victims and perpe-
trators. So it’s trying to put things back together.
And it takes both sides. “There’s going to have to
be a change of heart by the individual or people
who committed the crime. And there must be a
change of heart also by the victims. They’re going

e\ to have to come to an ability to forgive. And
JUSTICE MONTH that's not easy.”

7 Deacon Davis says there is no one “cookie-
cutter” approach that changes men and

sense of self-worth to the incarcerated, helping

them feel whole again. “One of the main things
we preach here is that ‘God loves you guys as

much as anybody else in the whole world,” he

says. “In no way am | trying to minimize what

they've done. But no matter what they’ve done,
God still loves them.”

The Season of Advent

Next Sunday is the First Sunday of Advent.
One of the primary symbols of the season
is the Advent Wreath.

It was likely first used as a Christian
devotion in the Middle Ages.

The design was borrowed from the customs
of pre-Christian peoples, who used candles
and greenery (often paired together)
as symbols during the dark and dead
of winter, to represent light and life.
The wreath to us is a symbol of life
without end. The lighting of a candle
(three purple, one rose) each week
marks our journey through
the four weeks of Advent.

Please bring your Advent Wreath to Mass
next Sunday so that they can
be blessed by our priests.
By doing this, you will bring an element of
the Universal Church to your
domestic Church, which is your home.

On the internet you will find more

information on the history and tradition
of the Advent Wreath.

ALWAYS KEEP AN UP-TO-DATE PHOTO
OF YOUR CHILD

Picture this: A good photo could save a
child’s life. One of the most important tools
for law enforcement in the case of a missing
child is an up-to-date (take a new one every
six months), good-quality photograph. The
photograph should be a recent head-and-
shoulders color photograph of the child in
which the face is clearly seen. It should be of
school-portrait quality, and the background
should be plain or solid so it does not dis-
tract from the subject. When possible, the
photograph should be in a digitized form
and available on a compact disk (CD), as op-
posed to just a hard copy. This minimizes
the time necessary to scan, resize, and make
color corrections before disseminating it to
law enforcement. The photograph should
have space for accurate, narrative descrip-
tion useful to identify the child, such as
name, nickname, height, weight, sex, age,
eye color, identifying marks, glasses, and
braces.

WHY CHOOSE A

CATHOLIC EDUCATION?

A Catholic Education is an investment in
your child's life. Recent standardized testing
results indicate that the students in the
Catholic elementary schools in our Archdio-
cese scored grade level to above grade level
in all subjects tested. The students of St.
Margaret Mary School actually scored above
the Archdiocesan averages in all subjects, es-
pecially in Language Arts and Mathematics.

Another interesting fact about Catholic
education is that 90% of the students who
graduate from a Catholic High School go on
to college. Sad to say, about 50% of the stu-
dents in public school in California fail to
graduate from high school. (I do want to
add that several of our local school districts
such as Torrance Unified and Palos Verdes
Unified have much higher graduation
rates).

The average yearly cost for an elementary
school education for one child in our Arch-
diocese is about $4,300. If one divides that
by the number of actual school hours
(1170), parents are paying about $3.68 per
school hour. This is one heck of a bar-
gain! (It actually cost you more per hour to
operate your family car after factoring in
gasoline, insurance, and depreciation).

In addition to the fine academic educa-
tion, children learn about our faith. Stu-
dents in grades K-12 have daily Religion
classes, participate in various Masses and
prayer services during the year, and are in-
volved with Christian service and outreach
projects throughout the year. The students
also have the opportunity to live out their
faith in a family centered, loving environ-
ment free of drugs, gangs, and bullying.

If you are considering sending your child
to our school, applications will be available
beginning Sunday, January 30 after the
morning Masses and our annual Open
House.
