groups, corporations, or churches, there is so much to improve in us. Admitting this can at times require

us a great deal of courage and a sizeable leap of faith; faith in God and in ourselves. Some have actually
reached a point wherein accepting that they need to continuously improve themselves is a way of life already.
And so they wake up every morning with renewed vigor knowing that there is still a sense of purpose in their
life. While for many more, getting started is just a Herculean task. What is most unfortunate, though, is that
some actually think that there is nothing to improve in themselves or in the way they do things or in their rela-
tionships- that everything is alright.

! I \he biggest space in the world is the space for IMPROVEMENT. Whether as individuals, families,

This may be true but for most part, it is just a state of denial. Reality hurts. Acknowledging that there is some-
thing that needs to be changed- removed or enhanced- can really bite. But that is the only path to real growth.
And real growth spells real peace and joy. Call it self-actualization, call it metanoia, call it spiritual growth, call
it enlightenment or just call it IMPROVEMENT. We all need it. Improvement starts with “I”’. Much as we want
to change other people, we can only hope they do change. But we can change ourselves.

The biggest and fiercest battles are those fought in the human heart. The battle against fear, substance abuse,
alcoholism, pride, sexual abuse or perversion, apathy, indifference, jealousy- all these and many more are the
kinds of battles we struggle with day in and day out. One’s strength may be another person’s weakness. And
the degree to which we clash with our personal demons vary from one person to another. No one can/should
ever put himself or herself as the standard for overcoming one’s weaknesses. At most, our examples can help
serve as inspiration- as guide posts for others as they also endeavor to walk on the long road to IMPROVE-
MENT.

But the bliss of being able to hurdle an obstacle; the ecstasy of overcoming an addiction; the consolation of ris-
ing from one’s failure; the joy one gets from these cannot compare to anything. It is a joy that no amount of
money nor material wealth can give.

Because of the difficulties involved in making a step towards growth and improvement, the temptation to give
up can be so real. Worse, the temptation not to try at all can get the better of us. For some, the pain of backslid-
ing can hurt the most, especially when there is very little support from people you expect to be there for you like
family and friends. It is for this reason that personal growth and improvement should always be in the context of
GRACE. And God is the source of all GRACES. God reads the intentions of the human heart and he equips the
person with the grace to walk the path that leads to goodness.

A lady from the other parish that I served once approached me and said: “Father Raymond, thank you”. 1 asked:
“For what?” The lady then told me that after a long, long time, her husband told her that he was going to confes-
sion. She said: “Father, I did not even tell him to confess, I did not convince him nor did I open the topic to him,
he just decided to make that move when my husband heard you say ‘When was your last confession’. He went on
his own and made his peace with God. It was the best gift he ever gave me.”

That, my dear friends, is GRACE at work. Grace is always at work. God always showers us with graces, and our
response is the only thing that is wanting. Go ahead, make that resolution. Kneel down in prayer so that God
may sustain your resolution. Follow it through with actions. And when you fail, just get up. It’s a battle to be
won and God will always be there to support us when we fail.
